Recovery  Act   Opportunities 
D id you know that you can search 

online now for many kinds of 
financial opportunities offered by the 
U.S. government?  
 
Looking to do business with the federal 
government? Check out Fed-
BizOpps.gov for all federal government 
contracting opportunities. All federal 
agencies must announce proposed con-
tracts expected to exceed $25,000 on 
FedBizOpps.gov. The site lists all major 
solicitations, contract awards, subcon-
tracting opportunities, surplus property 
sales and foreign business opportuni-
ties. For actions related to funds made 
available by the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act, use the Search Re-
covery Actions option on Fed-
BizOpps.gov 

Want to see what kind of federal grants 
are available? Federal agencies offer 
more than 1,000 grant programs and 
access to approximately $400 billion in 
annual awards. Note that federal grants 
are not federal assistance or loans to 
individuals. Rather, organizations can 
search and apply for grants from 26 
different federal agencies through the 
Grants.gov site. For grant opportunities 
related to the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act, use the Find Recov-
ery Act Opportunities option on 
Grants.gov. 
 
Interested in finding out which loans or 
benefits you might be eligible for? Gov-
Loans.gov is a Web site designed to 
help you learn more about federal 
loans. The site will help you determine 

which loans may be right for you and 
where to find more information about 
them. You can also visit GovBene-
fits.gov where a screening tool will help 
you find government benefits you may 
be eligible to receive. The site also pro-
vides information about how to apply 
for those programs. 
 
A large portion of the American Recov-
ery and Reinvestment Act funding will 
go to states, territories and tribes, 
which will in turn distribute funds 
through grants, contracts, subsidies, 
loan programs, etc. Be sure to check 
out recovery.illinois.gov.

IRS Info 
From American Recovery  

and Reinvestment Act 
 Payroll Checks Increase This Spring. The Making Work Pay Tax Credit will mean $400 to $800 for many Americans. The IRS 

has issued new withholding tables for employers. Taxpayers can check the IRS withholding calculator to make sure enough tax 
is withheld from their pay. 

Municipal Bond Programs. New ways to finance school construction, energy and other public projects. 

Money Back for New Vehicle Purchases. Taxpayers who buy certain new vehicles in 2009 can deduct the state and local 
sales taxes they paid. 

Increased Transportation Subsidy. Employer-provided benefits for transit and parking are up in 2009. 

Up to $2,400 in Unemployment Benefits Tax Free in 2009. Individuals should check their tax withholding. 

Net Operating Loss Carryback. Small businesses can offset losses by getting refunds on taxes paid up to five years ago. In-
formation on the carryback, an expanded section 179 deduction and other business-related provisions is now available. 

COBRA: Health Insurance Continuation Subsidy. The IRS has extensive guidance for employers, including an updated Form 
941, as well as information for qualifying individuals. 

First-Time Homebuyer Credit Expands. Homebuyers who purchase in 2009 can get a credit of up to $8,000 with no pay-
back requirement. 

Enchanced Credits for Tax Years 2009, 2010. Details available on the earned income tax credit, additional child tax credit 
and American Opportunity Credit, a new higher education benefit. 

$250 for Social Security Recipients, Veterans and Railroad Retirees. The Economic Recovery Payment will be paid by the 
Social Security Administration, Department of Veterans Affairs and the Railroad Retirement Board. 

Health Coverage Tax Credit. Credit increases from 65 percent to 80 percent of qualified health insurance premiums, and 
more people are eligible.
