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W hile many were making the final 

preparations for the Holiday season, 

one of our areas own was receiving a distinc-

tion of statewide proportions.  Greg Hass, Vice 

President of Valley Construction Company was 

elected President last December to the Associ-

ated General Contractors of Illinois (AGCI).  The 

AGCI is the largest statewide 

association representing heavy 

highway and utility contractors 

in Illinois.  Hass took over du-

ties in December, he will serve 

as the association’s youngest 

Presidents in it’s long 102 year 

history.   

Mr. Hass will be visiting Spring-

field often, making the case to 

bring state dollars to road pro-

jects, bridge repairs and main-

tenance.  Says Hass, “There is a never ending 

cycle of maintenance repair on existing struc-

tures, and its is an ongoing process.”  Mr. 

Hass’s representation on the Association will 

ensure that these types of projects remain 

funded.   

Examples of these types of capital improve-

ments can be seen in Milan, projects like the 

Rock River Bridge are the type of sizable road 

and bridge projects the Association will be pur-

suing.  The AGCI is a statewide association, 

whose reach affects the Quad Cities “to the 

degree that stateside issues encompass local 

project funding.” according to Hass.  The AGCI’s 

voice in the state legislature helped secure the 

passage of the Capital Program in 2009, that 

included partial funding for the 

new Western Illinois Quad Cit-

ies Campus. 

The AGCI’s continuous support 

for road construction and infra-

structure improvements has 

lead to the creation of hun-

dreds of thousands of jobs in 

Illinois.  Cities such as East 

Moline, Rock Island and Moline 

have major road construction 

projects planned, such as the 

expansion of John Deere Road in Moline.  Ac-

cording to Hass, “I haven’t heard of any sizable 

road projects being delayed or put off for the 

future [locally]”.     

Valley Construction Company is one of the old-

est heavy highway contractors in the Quad City 

Area and is headquartered in South West Rock 

Island.  Valley has been building the Quad Cities 

infrastructure since 1923.
